At Broadoak Academy, we are committed to maintaining high standards in every aspect of

New Approach from Term 5 2026
To ensure consistency across the Academy, the following procedures will apply:

e Uniform checks will take place each morning as students arrive. If a studentis not
wearing the correct uniform, they will be asked to change into clean, school-provided
spare uniform.

o Where appropriate, students may be asked to return home to change. We will contact
you to request permission before this happens.

o If a studentrefuses to borrow uniform or is unable to return home, they will complete
their learning in Reset for the day.

These expectations come into effect from Term 5, giving families time to replace lost or

outgrown items. Please ensure all uniform items are clearly labelled to enable their return if
misplaced.

1. Blazer

e Official black Broadoak blazer with embroidered badge.
e Optional: black V-neck jumper.
2. Trousers, Shorts and Skirts

o Trousers: Plain black, tailored, straight leg, sensible and the same material type as
blazers/skirts and not legging like material.

e Shorts: Black, tailored.

e Skirts: Plain black, tailored, sensible length and the same material type as
blazers/trousers and not legging like material.

3. Shirts

o White shirt (short or long sleeves) with a top button for a tie. Must be tucked in at all
times.
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4. House Tie
e Beech Bears-Blue
e Chestnut Cheetahs — Red
e Spruce Sharks — Green
¢ Whitebeam Wolves - Yellow

5. Plain black school shoes of a safe and suitable type; no trainers, boots, canvas shoes or
high heels. No coloured markings or obvious brand logos are permitted.

All the below shoes are suitable. These shoes are leather, sold in the school section in most
shops and do not have easily visible logos

Trainers are not permitted to be worn with school uniform where they have clear branded logos
and are obviously trainers. For example:

6. Plain white, black or grey socks (unpatterned) or plain black or natural-coloured tights.
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Jewellery and make-up

Jewellery
e Small ear studs only (max. two per earlobe).
e One small nose stud permitted.
e No otherfacial jewellery or ear stretchers.
e Watches permitted.
Makeup
e Mustbe discreet.
¢ No nail varnish or nail extensions.
Hair - Students hair should be acceptable for the school environment.
e Hair colour should be within the normal range of natural hair colours.
e No tramlines/shaved patterns.
¢ Students that observe hijab should wear a black hijab for school. - During the warmer
months, a light white, or lilac hijab will be suitable.
e Durags may also need to be worn on occasion by students to protect hair from damage.

Broadoak Academy is proud to champion The Halo Code and the right of staff and
students to embrace all Afro-hairstyles. We acknowledge that Afro-textured hair is
an important part of our black staff and students’ racial, ethnic, cultural, and
religious identities, and requires specific styling for hair health and maintenance.
We welcome Afro-textured hair worn in all styles including, but not limited to,
afros, locs, twists, braids, cornrows, fades, hair straightened through the
application of heat or chemicals, weaves, wigs, headscarves, and wraps (either in
black or the Academy purple).

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Items not permitted within the uniform will be temporarily.confiscated- they will be returned
once parental confirmation of ownership is obtained and at a time that remains at the discretion
of the Academy.
