Re:  Winterstoke Hundred Taster Day – Friday 5th December 2025 
 
As part of Broadoak Academy’s Careers programme, ‘Broadoak and Beyond’, which focuses 
on advice and guidance for post-16 courses and options, students will be visiting 
Winterstoke Hundred Academy on Friday 5th December 2025. This visit will allow them to 
experience post-16 education and explore possible career pathways in Sixth Form. 
 
We understand that some students may have already chosen their post-16 destination. 
However, many are still considering their options or may wish to have a backup plan. These 
taster sessions will showcase a range of courses, including A Levels and BTECs, helping 
students make an informed decision about the right pathway for them—whether at 
Winterstoke Hundred or another Post-16 provider. 
 
Students need to make their own way to Winterstoke Hundred Academy for 8.50am, this is 
at the original Beaufighter Road site, near the Landing Light pub. It's important that 
students arrive on time so there can be a prompt start to the day. Students will be registered 
upon arrival.  
 
After lunch, students will return to their usual Friday PE activities—either at Hutton Moor or 
Broadoak. A minibus will be available for those returning to Broadoak. All students 
are required to wear full Broadoak PE kit to the day in accordance with this. Students 
will then make their own way home from Broadoak or Hutton Moor as usual. 
 
Students will be supervised at all times whilst at the Academy by both Broadoak and 
Winterstoke Hundred staff. Lunch will kindly be provided by Winterstoke Hundred 
Academy.  
 
Students are expected to maintain high standards of presentation and behaviour throughout 
the day. The Academy reserves the right to withdraw students from activities if these 
expectations are not met. Please note that attendance is compulsory; non-attendance will 
be recorded as unauthorised, as with the Weston College Taster Day last year. The final 
decision rests with the Principal.
